From 880 take Alvarado-Niles Exit (West).  Continue on to Smith Street (Alvardo-Niles turns 
into Smith St) to Union City Blvd.  Turn left on Union City Blvd. 
Proceed about 1/2 mile to Regents Blvd—turn right on Regents 
About 200 feet, turn right on Dorado—the gate is next to the park
